4. Business arising from the minutes
Amendment to bylaw

Bylaw 4.4.3 was amended in 2003 to read:

An Associate Member may retain this status for a period of five years during which he or she must meet the criteria for certification established by ATIS.

Moved  (S. Tremblay / M. Jackson)

That the following sentence be added to the end of Bylaw 4.4.3:

An associate member may apply for a one-year extension, which may be renewed twice, by sending a request to the president or delegate explaining his or her progress toward meeting the requirement, and the reason for requesting the extension.

Carried.
It was suggested that ATIS send a letter to associate members telling them about the change.  

Documents guiding candidates for on-dossier certification have been prepared, and will be posted on the ATIS web site.

5. President's report
S. Tremblay provided a written report on ATIS activities during 2006-2007.

She thanked members for their work, especially the following:

Elizabeth Warren for her work as treasurer, for making the new membership certificates, and for her advice on the website;  Robert Clark for the Bulletin;  David Rozotto, who was exam coordinator in Saskatoon.  David is leaving the province.  ATIS will send him a certificate of appreciation for his work.

S. Tremblay recognized support from the Institut français at the University of Regina (meeting places and telephone services), and from the Department of Languages and Linguistics at the University of Saskatchewan (meeting places).
6. Treasurer's report
E. Warren presented the treasurer's report as of 31 March 2007, and an auditor's report for 2006-2007.

Last year there was a deficit because of expenses for the 25th anniversary celebrations.  This year there has been a concentrated effort to make sure that members are up to date in paying membership fees.

7. Exam coordinators' report
a. ATIS admission exam

S. Tremblay presented the exam coordinators' report for D. Rozotto and F. Stoppa.

As of last year, ATIS is using a two-step process.  Candidates first take an English proficiency exam; those who are successful then take a translation exam.  This has greatly reduced the work load of the exam coordinators.  Candidates who fail the translation exam receive a copy of the comments of one of the markers.

This year six candidates took the translation exam:  3 English-French, 1 English-Chinese, 1 English-Russian, 1 English-Spanish.

ATIS welcomes Jonathan Felton as Associate Member Translator, English-French.
b. There was one CTTIC candidate.  Results have not yet been received.

c. ATIS will look into ways of evaluating interpreters for membership. It does not have a section of Court Interpreters.  The Association des juristes d'expression française would be interested in supporting the association in finding and trainingcourt interpreters.
d. The executive will consider the new category of Retired Member, and will bring a definition to the next AGM. 

8. Election of executive
Several members of the executive were willing to let their names stand again.  Other nominations were invited.  Terina Abrahamson was nominated for secretary, and Nancy Senior for exam coordinator in Saskatoon.
